Christian History X 1610-1814
· John Bunyan—a famous English Baptist,	
· His Bedford Baptist Church was the first to baptize by immersion
· Accepted all Christians at the Lord’s Table
· Imprisoned for preaching without Anglican Church permission
· Wrote Pilgrims Progress from prison 
· In 1688, William of Orange and King James’ daughter, Mary became rulers of England
· Returned England to the “Middle Way”
· The Toleration Act allowed anyone who agreed with the Thirty Nine Articles to worship without fear
· The New World
· Columbus—interesting guy
· The Pinzón brothers were Spanish sailors, explorers and fishermen, natives of Palos de la Frontera, Huelva, Spain. All three, Morisco Muslims according to Christian scholar Jerald Dirk
· Claimed that a voyage to the New World would fulfill Isaiah 11:11-12
· The Trust in the Lord with all of your Heart, or Else Campaign
· The Spanish & Portuguese sent soldiers to subdue the Natives
· In Mexico alone, 17 Million out of 18 Million Natives died from European cruelty and disease
· “Oh My. Who will work our fields?”
· “In pre-industrial societies, slaves and their labour were economically extremely important to those who benefitted from them. Slaves and serfs made up around three-quarters of the world's population at the beginning of the 19th century”
· “An estimated 12 million Africans arrived in the Americas from the 16th to the 19th centuries. Of these, an estimated 645,000 were brought to what is now the United States”
· I don’t want to read this!
· The encomienda—they aren’t slaves—we are evangelizing them
· Bartolome de Las Casas became the first priest to perform his first Mass in the New World
· Acquired an encomienda
· His plantation turned a profit for 4 years
· On Pentecost Sunday in 1514, something happened to him
· He released his natives, closed his encomienda and declared “No Christian could exploit natives”
· Returned to Spain to campaign for natives’ rights
· The Holy Roman Emperor approved his “New Laws of the Indies” 
· The settlers ignored these rules and the Inquisition put his book on the Forbidden Book list
· Pedro Claver—A priest who committed himself to helping slaves A Jesuit Missionary to Colombia 
· He didn’t know the African languages so he convinced his monastery to buy Africans to teach him
· He greeted each slave ship and gave the slaves water
· He presented the gospel and baptized any who believed
· He was despised by nearly everyone—Two hundred years later he was listed as a Saint
· In 1767, Spain forced all of the Jesuits from the New World
· By 1800, slavery, disease and greed destroyed the Jesuit missions
· In 1620, the Pilgrims left for the New World
· For religious freedom?- Not really
· The Pilgrims of Plymouth and the Puritans of the Massachusetts Bay Colony joined
· Wanted a society based on their own beliefs
· There was a problem..Christian parents don’t always make Christian offspring
· Roger Williams—refused a position as pastor in the Puritan’s Congregationalist Church
· Preached among the native Americans
· Declared “The Natives are the true owners of this land”
· Got kicked out of Massachusetts
· Purchased a small bay south of there and named it Providence (Rhode Island)
·  The charter stated “No person within said colony shall be called into question for any opinion in matters of religious concernment”
· Anne Hutchinson—“Hutchinson is a key figure in the development of religious freedom in England's American colonies and the history of women in ministry. She challenged the authority of the ministers, exposing the subordination of women in the culture of colonial Massachusetts. She is honored by Massachusetts with a State House monument calling her a "courageous exponent of civil liberty and religious toleration." She has been called the most famous, or infamous, English woman in colonial American history.
· Halfway Covenant-- Half-Way Covenant provided a partial church membership for the children and grandchildren of church members. Those who accepted the Covenant and agreed to follow the creed within the church could participate in the Lord's Supper. Crucially, the half-way covenant provided that the children of holders of the covenant could be baptized in the church. These partial members, however, couldn't accept communion or vote.
· The Salem Witch Hunt
· Lasted less than a year
· A blot on the Puritan experiment
· “There hath been a vital decay….”
· The Enlightenment—The mighty power of Reason
· From Copernicus to Newton
· “Nature and Nature’s Law lay hidden in night; God said, Let Newton be; and all was light”
· A new way of thinking
· If human reason can grasp nature’s inner workings, why does humanity need the Bible, or religious creeds, or redemption, 
· The Deists rejected every belief that reason could not affirm
· Jonathan Edwards—Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God
· Sermons lasted 2 hours and he read them in  squeaky, monotone voice 
· The revival lasted 3 years
· The great Awakening?
· Pietism—European movement
· Began with a booklet entitled Pious Desires by Jacob Spener
· Urged Christians to pursue a personal relationship with Christ
· Wesley, Whitfield, Richard Allen
